 LAURA WATSON- SCRIPTWRITING COURSE

Each week we will start with a brief discussion of what people have watched/listened to on tv, radio, at cinema, theatre.

There will be a number of creative writing exercises set during the class.

If possible I will also show clips of successful dramas to illustrate certain points.

WEEK 1- 29th Feb

The first week will look at inspirations and finding a story. It will focus on different ways to explore creativity, so there will be a freewriting exercise as well as guidance on how to write a story premise.

The aim is that everybody will have a story idea, however broad, by the end of the first session. 

WEEK 2- 14th March

This session will focus on developing characters. It will examine character archetypes and look at mapping out character journeys. There will also be a chance for students to question and explore each other’s characters.

I will start individual tutorials with students to discuss ideas so far.

Students will be encouraged to write short biographies for their characters.

WEEK 3- 28th March

This session will concentrate on plot and structure. We will examine ways to open a story, point of view and look at how to write a scene breakdown.

I will continue individual tutorials. 

Students will be encouraged to have a go at writing their own scene breakdowns.

WEEK 4- 4th April

There will be an opportunity for people to share their scene breakdowns and to give and receive feedback.

We will then look at dialogue and the architecture of a scene.

I will finish individual tutorials.

Students will be asked to write a scene or two of their script to bring in the following week.  

WEEK 5- 18th April

This session will concentrate on looking at the scenes of dialogue which the students bring in. Everybody will partake in giving and receiving feedback. 

WEEK 6- 29th April

The final session will look at editing. We will also discuss networking opportunities and ways to get work produced/performed. There will be a chance for any final questions.
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
